ARTICLE T - Name and Objectives
SECTION 1 - Name

1.1 The name of this organization shall be the Auburn University
Chapter of the National Socisty of Black Engineers

SECTION 2 - Objectives
2.1 The objectives of this organization shall coincide with

those of the National Society of Black Emgineers, which
shall hereafter be referred fo as the Nacional Séciety

2.2 The objectives shall include programs that serve to
stimilate and develop student interest in engineering: to
strive to promoting participation at all levels of

responsibility in the field of engineering by the black

Communities; and to endeavor in the advancement of black

professional engineers within the individual engineering

ARTICLE II - Chapter Government

SECTION 1 - Governing Lavs

1.1 This organization shall be governed by the Comstitution, By-

ARTICLE III - Membership, Voting, Due

SECTION 1 - Membership

Membership and participation in this organization shall be
free from discrimination of the basis of sexes, race,
religion, ethnic group or mational origin.

Membsrship shall require that the proper dues have been paid
to both the National Society and this Chapter.

Meubership in this Chapter shall be designated as Affiliate
Hember, Mewber, or Honorary Member, or voting member.

The definition of each type of membership shall be defined
as follo

(a)  AFPILIATE WENBER shall be defined as a person of
high moral character who has received a registered
membership card through payment of dues and who
has received a degree in the field of engineering,
engineering technology, or applied physical
Seience.

(b]  MEMBER shall be defined as a person of high moral
character enrolled in the College of Engineering
or college of Science and Mathematics and has
received a registered membership card through
payment of dues.

(c]  HONORARY WEWBER shall be defined as a person who
does not meet the definition of member or
affiliate member but has contributed through
efforts in support of the goals of the National
Socisty and has been nominated by a chaptez,
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(d)  VOTING MEMBER shall be defined as a member
enzolled as a student of affiliate member who has
met his financial obligation to the National
Society and the Chapter.

sEcTION 2 - Voting

2.1 Each Member and Affiliate Member in good standing is
encitled one vote at all meetings.

2.2 All Honorary Members shall not be entitled to vote at amy
mestings, except where otherwise noted in this document.

2.3 A majority of voting members present shall be necessary for
any business to take place except where noted in this
dotunent

2.3 A quorun shall be defined as two - thirds of the Chapter's
oligible voting members.

SECTION 3 - Dues

3.1 ALl members of this organization shall pay proper dues to
the National Society and this Chapter.

3.2 Chapter membership fees shall be reviewed annually by cthe
Bxecutive Committee and can only be changed by a two -
thirds vote of the chapter.

3.3 Honorary Members shall be exempt from Chapter dues

3.4 National Society dues and chapter dues for the year shall be
paid to the treasurer prior fo the deadline set by the
Regional Executive Board, and the National Society.

3.5 1 plan of paynent can be made with the treasurer concerning
payment of Chapter dues prior to the third regular mesting
Of each quarter concerning that quarter’s dues

ARTICLE TV - Meetings

SECTION 1 - First Mesting

shall be decided at the last meeting of the present academic

year.

SECTION 3 - Requirenents

3.1 Only voting members shall nold the elected offices of this
chapter.

SECTION ¢ - Nominatlons and Elections

4.1 Mo later than the second regular meeting of the Winter
Quarter, a Nominating Committee shall be appointed by the
Chapter President. This committee shall consist of a
chairperson and at least two other members.

4.2 The momination committee shall mominate at least one
candidate for each elected position of the Chapter. The
nominating committee shall Teport these nominees to the
Chapter before the first regular meeting in May, but only
after it is Getermined that sach nominee mests the following
requirenents:

(a) is a voting member of the Chapter;

4.3 Elections shall take place at the first regular meeting in
May, at which time additional nominations from the floor for

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4.5 The newly elected officers shall assune their positions at
the third meeting in May and shall serve a term of one
acadenic year.

4.6 A sinple majority vote of the voting members present on
slection day shall be necessary for a person to be elected
Yo an slectad position.

4.7 1f any elected office becomes vacant, the office shall be
£illed by a simple majority vote at a meeting designated by
the President.

ARTICLE VI - Committees

SECTION 1 - consTITUTION

1.1 The Committes shall make recommendations to the Chapter with
respect to all proposed amendments to the Comstitution and
By - Laws uhich nay properly be refered fo it for
consideration.

1.2 The Committee reserves the right to make changes for the
clarity of the Constitution.

SECTION 2 - Pund Raising

2.1 The Committee shall make recommendations to the Chapter with
respect to which activities to plan for fund raising.

SECTION 3 - Publications

3.1 The Committee chall be responsible for submitting all
articles for publication in any printed news source that may
Exom cime to time oocur.

3.2 The committee shall be responsible for informing members of
any special meetings, that may from time to time occur, by
eans of phone or letter

3.3 The committee shall post announcements containing the time,
place, and date of all regular mestings at least two work
Gaye prior to the meeting

SECTION 4 - Nominations

ARTICLE VII - Impeachment
SECTION 1 - Inpeachnent of Officers

1.1 ALl elected officers are subject to impeachment procedures

1.2 If a member feels that an officer is not fulfilling his
duties, he shall, in writing, subnit a request for
inpeachment to the President; however, if the officer in
question is the President, the request chall be submitted to
the Chapter Advisor.

1.3 A two - thirds vote of the Chapter’s membership, not
including the officer upon whom the charges have been
brought, shall be required to remove an officer

1.6 Impeachment proceedings shall be called by the Presideat,
unless the office in question is the President, in which
case the Chapter Advisor shall call the impeachment
procesdings.

1.5 An officer shall be required to be in good academic standing
with Auburn University.

ARTICLE VITI - Ravification, Amendments, Exceptions

SECTION 1 - Ratification

1.1 A simple majority vote of the chapter members shall be
necessary for ratification and establishment of this
Constitution.

SECTION 2 - Amendment Proposals

2.1 All proposed amendments to the Chapter’s Constitution shall
be submitted in writing to the Chairperson of the
Constitution Committes not less Lhan two meetings befors
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Amendments
