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Abstract: Today's processors use both architecture level and implementation level techniques to reduce the power consumption of the chip. This talk discusses the low power implementation flow of ARM1176JZF-S, an integer core based on the ARM11 architecture and ARMv6 instruction set family. The talk focuses on the implementation level techniques. For low power design, the power intent is specified in Unified Power Format (UPF). Its use in ARM1176JZF-S design will be discussed. The talk includes speaker’s work at ARM Computers during the summer of 2009.
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
